The course requirements for our program are 27.0 units of
study, which includes the year-long RELS 800, a monthly
colloquium of professional development and speakers, core
courses RELS 801 and RELS 802, and the final research essay
RELS 898 (6.0 units)

Of the remaining 12.0 units of study, a minimum of 3.0 units
must be taken from our list of Dedicated graduate courses,
and a maximum of 6.0 units can be taken from our list of
Cross-listed graduate courses. In any case, a minimum of 6.0
units must be taken from our list of RELS graduate courses
(Dedicated and Cross-listed) offered in a particular year.

With approval from the Graduate Coordinator, a maximum
of 6.0 course units may be taken from another cognate
department.

Students who have not completed in their undergraduate
programs the equivalent of the Queen's University course
RELS 354 Theory in Religious Studies will be required to take
RELS 854 either instead of one of their elective courses or as
an overload in addition to the required 27.0 units.
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
